· Cadet basics will in-process at the Base Theater in BDU’s. Bring all luggage items, personal vehicle keys, CAP ID, and medication for check-in. If you are bringing squadron radios for use during the encampment, these items will be checked in with the Communications department at this time.

· Parents who are bringing cadet staff members, but are not volunteering to help during the encampment will be able to visit with Medical staff at this time to inform the encampment staff medical needs of the participating cadet(s). After this medical process, parents are asked to leave Gowen so that the cadet staff members may begin their leadership roles for the encampment.

· Out-processing for basics will take place on 27 June 2009 at approximately 1200 hours. Encampment staff out-processing will begin around 1500 hrs after the staff celebration party and final encampment evaluation wrap-up.
